Meet Al FOXXX

WITH HIS ENTIRE LIFE IN FRONT OF HIM, a

motorcycle crash at the age of 18 left Al Foxx brain
damaged, half paralyzed, unable to speak clearly, and
facing a life most of us can only imagine. Doctors said
he would never walk, talk understandably, or drive a
vehicle again. But the doctors didn’t know Al Foxx.

Al Foxx not only learned to walk, talk, and drive
again, he began to get the public’s attention as a
comedian focusing on his own experiences living
with a disability. Al won the Giggles Comedy Club
Laff Off in Seattle, Washington. His comedy success
caught the attention of the media, which led to
local radio interviews and feature television stories
on Evening Magazine and Windshield America.

Realizing his personal story of survival could help
others believe in themselves and their possibilities,
he began speaking in schools as an inspirational
speaker. Al later combined his contagious humor
and powerful believe-in-possibilities philosophy
with insight gained from his own life experiences to
educate people about the sensitive subject of dis-
abilities.

Today Al speaks about living with a disability,
disability awareness and diversity at businesses,
government agencies, schools, colleges and private
organizations across the country.

Al Foxx is the founder and president of the
Winner’s Don’t Quit Association, a non-profit
organization with a mission to bring Al’'s message of
hope to people with disabilities and to teach people
without disabilities to appreciate, communicate effi-
ciently and interact comfortably with people with
disabilities and others who are different.

Al Foxx has written and published his book No
Limits, an autobiographical account of his rehabilita-
tion journey.
